














improving or deteriorating. In addition to the financial information provided in this report,
evaluation of the overall health of the School would extend to other non-financial factors such as
diversification of the taxpayer base, the continued financial support of the State and Federal
governments, and the condition of the School's infrastructure.

The second district-wide statement is the Statement of Activities. This statement reports how the
School's net assets changed during the current fiscal year. All current revenues and expenditures
are included regardless ofwhen cash is received or paid. An important purpose for the design of
the statement ofactivities is to show the financial reliance of the School's distinct activities or
functions on revenues provided by the School's taxpayers.

Both of the district-wide financial statements distinguish government activities of the School that
are principally supported by State and Federal sources, intergovernmental revenues, such as
operating grants, and revenue from the local tax levy. Fiduciary activities, such as those for
which the accounting occurs in the trust and agency fund, are not included in the government­
wide statements since these assets are not available to fund the School programs.

The district-wide financial statements are presented on pages 13 and 14 of this report.

Fund Financial Statements

A fund is an accountability unit used to maintain control over resources segregated for specific
activities or objectives. The School uses funds to ensure and demonstrate compliance with
finance-related law and regulations. Within the basic financial statements, fund financial
statements focus on the School's most significant funds rather than the School as a whole. Major
funds are reported separately while all others are combined in a single, aggregated presentation.
Individual fund data for non-major funds is provided in the fonn ofcombining statements in a
later section of this report. The School has two kinds of funds:

Governmental Funds are reported in the fund financial statements and encompass essentially the
same functions reported as governmental activities in the district-wide financial statements.
However, unlike the district-wide statements, the governmental fund statements focus on the
near-term inflows and outflows ofresources available for spending. These statements illustrate
short-term fiscal accountability in the use ofsuch resources and the balances of such resources at
the end of the fiscal year. They are useful in evaluating annual financial requirements of
governmental programs and the commitment of such resources for the near-term.

Since the district-wide focus includes the long-term view, comparisons between these two
perspectives may provide insight into the long-term impact of short-term financing decisions.
Both the governmental fund balance sheet and the governmental fund statement of revenues,
expenditures, and changes in fund balance have been reconciled in the notes to the financial
statements to assist in understanding the differences between these two perspectives.

Budgetary comparison statements are included in the supplemental financial statements for the
General Fund. These statements and schedules demonstrate regulatory compliance with the
School's adopted and final revised budget.
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The basic governmental fund financial statements are presented on pages 15 through 16 of this
report.

Fiduciary Funds such as the scholarship fund and extra-classroom activity fund are reported in
the fiduciary fund financial statements, but are excluded from the district-wide reporting.
Fiduciary fund financial statements report resources that are not available to fund school
programs.

The basic fiduciary fund financial statements are presented on pages 17 and 18 of this report.

Notes to Financial Statements

Notes to Financial Statements provide information essential to a full understanding of the
district-wide and fund financial statements. The notes to the financial statements begin on page
21 of this report.

Other Information
In addition to the basic financial statements and accompanying notes, this report also includes
supplementary information beginning on page 43.

Financial Analysis of the District as a Whole

The District's net assets at fiscal year end are $11,165,708. This represents a $3,424,535
decrease from last year's net assets of $14,590,243. The following table provides a summary of
the School's net assets:

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In 2011, Program Revenues of$I.9 million combined with General Revenues of$25.7 million to
generate total District Revenues of $27.6 million. This represented a -8.8% decrease compared
to fiscal 2010 revenues of$30.3 million. The biggest contributors to this decrease included a
53.9% decrease in federal sources and a 8.4% decrease in state sources.

The total cost ofall programs and services totaled $30.8 million in fiscal year 2011 vs. $29.7
million in fiscal year 2010. This represents a 3.9% increase.

Financial Analysis of the School Distrid's Funds

As discussed, the School's governmental funds are reported in the fund statements with a
modified accrual basis that focuses on the short-tenn, inflow and outflow ofresources available
for spending. This infonnation is useful in assessing resources available at the end of the year in
comparison with upcoming financial requirements. The major governmental funds of the School
District consist of the General Fund, Special Revenue Fund, Capital Projects Fund and Debt
Service Fund. The total fund balance is as follows:

Factors Bearing on the District's Future

At the time these financial statements were prepared and audited, the District was aware of the
following existing circumstances that could affect its future financial health:

• The State's economy continues to be a challenge on the District with state aid levels
declining and federal ARRA funding ending in 2011.

• The District continues to face increasing costs for employee health insurance, as well as
employee and teacher retirement.

• The District has established, and funded, a tax certiorari reserve to fund tax challenges
posed by individuals or corporations.

• The future ofPfizer remains uncertain with the sale ofWyeth back to Pfizer by Akrimax

• The newly instituted Property Tax Cap will severely limit the District's ability to raise
revenue generated by the local tax levy. This paired with the significant cuts in State Aid
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impair the District's ability to keep up with the rising costs of contractual obligations,
health insurance and retirement costs.

Note 1. Summary of Significant Accounting Policies

A. Reporting entity: The Northeastern Clinton Central School District (the "District") is
governed by the Education law and other general laws of the State of New York. The
governing body is the Board of Education of Northeastern Clinton central School
(Board). The Board is the basic level of government, which has oversight
responsibilities and control over all activities related to the public school education in the
region of Northeastern Clinton Central School District. The Board receives funding from
local, state and federal government sources and must comply with the concomitant
requirements of these funding source entities. However, the Board Is not Included in any
other governmental "reporting entity" as defined in GASB pronouncements, since Board
members are elected by the public and have decision making authority, the power to
designate management, the ability to significantly influence operations and primary
accountability for fiscal matters.

Extraclassroom Activity Funds: The Extraclassroom activity funds of the Northeastern
Clinton Central School District represent funds of the students of the School District.
The Board of Education exercises general oversight of these funds. The Extraclassroom
Activity Funds are Independent of the School District with respect to its financial
transactions and the designation of student management. The cash and investment
balances are reported in the Trust and Agency Funds of the School District.

B. Basis of presentation

1. District-Wide Statements

The Statement of Net Assets and the Statement of Activities present financial
information about the District's governmental activities. These statements include
the financial activities of the overall government in its entirety, except those that are
fiduciary. Eliminations have been made to minimize the double counting of internal
transactions. Governmental activities generally are financed through taxes, State
aid, intergovernmental revenues, and other exchange and nonexchange
transactions.

The Statement of Activities presents a comparison between direct expenses and
program revenues for each function of the District's governmental activities. Direct
expenses are those that are specifica lIy associated with and are clearly identifiable to
a particular function. Program revenues include charges paid by the recipients of
good or services offered by the programs, and grants and contributions that are
restricted to meeting the operations or capital requirements of a particular program.
Revenues that are not classified as program revenues, including all taxes, are
presented as general revenues.

2. Fund Functional Statements

The fund statements provide information about the District's funds, including fiduciary
funds. Separate statements for each fund category (governmental and fidUciary) are

presented. The emphasis of fund financial statements is on major governmental
funds, each displayed in a separate column. Nonmajor funds are aggregated and
presented In a single column. The District elects to report all governmental funds as
major funds.

The District reports the follOWing major governmental funds:

General Fund - the general fund is the principal operating fund of the District and is
used to account for all financial resources, except those accounted for in another
fund.

Special Revenue Funds - special revenue funds are used to account for the
proceeds of specific revenue sources (other than expendable trusts, or major capital
projects) that are legally restricted to expenditure for specified purposes. Special
revenue funds Include the following funds:

School Lunch Fund - used to account for transactions for the School District food
service programs.

Special Aid Fund - used to account for special operating projects or programs
supported in whole, or in part, with federal funds or state grants.

Capital Projects Fund - the capital projects funds are to account for and report
financial resources to be used for the acquisition, or construction or renovation of
major capital facilities, or equipment.

Debt Service - the debt service funds are to account for the accumulation of
resources and the payment of general long-term debt principal and interest.

Aduclarv Fund - the fiduciary funds consist of expendable trust and non-expendabie
trust that are used to account for and report assets held by the District in a trustee
capacity or as an agent for individuals, private organizations, other governments
and/or funds. Expendable trust includes scholarship funds and extraclassroom
activity funds. Non-expendable trust are agency funds that are custodial in nature
(assets equal liabilities) and do not involve measurement of results of operations.
These activities are not included In the District-wide financial statements, because
their resources do not belong to the District, and are not available to be used.

C. Measurement Focus and Basis of Accounting

The District-wide and fiduciary fund financial statements are reported using economic
resources measurement focus and the accrual basis of accounting. Revenues are
recorded when earned and expenses are recorded at the time liabilities are Incurred,
regardless of when the related cash transaction takes place. Nonexchange transactions,
In which the District gives or receives value without directly receiving or giving equal

value in exchange, include property taxes, grants and donations. On a modified accrual
basis, revenue from property taxes is recognized by estimating how much will be
collected during the ensuing fiscal year. Revenue from grants and donations is in the
fiscal year in which all eligibility requirements have been satisfied.

The governmental fund statements are reported using the current financial resources
measurement focus and the modified accrual basis of accounting. Under this method,
revenues are recognized when measurable and available. Available means collectible
within the current period or soon enough thereafter to be used to pay liabilities of the
current period. The District considers all revenues reported in the governmental funds to
be available if the revenues are collected within 60 days after the end of the fiscal year.

Expenditures are recorded when the related fund liability is incurred except for:

a. Prepaids and inventory-type items are recognized at the time of purchase.

b. Principal and interest on indebtedness are not recognized as an expenditure until
due.

c. Compensated absences, such as vacation and sick leave, which vests or
accumulates, are charged as an expenditure when paid.

d. Pension costs are recognized as an expenditure when billed by the state.

e. The School District recognizes the cost of providing post retirement health
insurance coverage and survivor benefits by recording its share of insurance
premiums as an expenditure in the year paid.

D. Cash and Cash Equivalents: For financial statement purposes, all highly liquid
investments having maturities of three months or less are considered as cash
equivalents.

E. Inventories: Inventories of food and supplies in the School Lunch Fund are recorded at
cost on a first-in, first-out basis or, in the case of surplus food, at stated value, which
approximates market. Purchases of supplies in other funds are recorded as
expenditures at the time of purchase, and year-end inventory balances are not
maintained.

F. Capital Assets: Capital assets are reported at actual cost for acquisitions subsequent to
June 30, 2002. For assets acquired prior to July 1, 2002, estimated historical costs,
based on appraisals conducted by independent third-party professionals were used.
Donated assets are reported at estimated fair market value at the time received.

Acquisitions of equipment and capital facilities are treated as expenditures in the various
funds of the District, and are also reflected in the general fixed asset group of accounts.

G. Deferred revenue: Deferred revenues arise when potential revenues do not meet both
the measurable and available criteria for recognition In the current period. Deferred
revenues also arise when grant monies are received prior to the incurrence of qualifying
expenditures. In subsequent periods, when both recognition criteria are met, or when the
District has legal claim to the resources, the liability of deferred revenues Is removed and
revenues are recognized.

H. Post-Employment Benefits: In addition to providing pension benefits, the District
provides health Insurance coverage and survivor benefits for retired employees and their
survivors. Substantially all of the District's employees may become eligible for these
benefits if they reach normal retirement age while working for the District. The cost of
prOViding post-retirement benefits is paid by the District or is shared between the District
and the retired employee, depending on length of service and/or classification of
employee. The District recognizes the cost of providing health Insurance by recording its
share of insurance premiums for retirees and their dependents as an expenditure or
operating transfer to other funds in the General Fund in the year paid.

I. Property Taxes: Real property taxes are levied annually by the Board of Education no
later than September 1st. Uncollected real property taxes are subsequently enforced by
the County of Clinton. An amount representing uncollected real property taxes is
transmitted to the county for enforcement and is paid by the county to the District no
later than the forthcoming April 1st.

J. Retirement plan: The School District provides retirement benefits for substantially all of
Its regular full-time employees through contributions to the New York State Teachers'
Retirement System and the New York State Employees' Retirement System. These
systems provide various plans and options, some of which require employee
contributions.

K. Budgetary Procedures and Budgetary Accounting

a. General

The School District's policy relating to budgetary Information as shown in the
accompanying financial statements is as follows:

A public hearing Is held upon completion and filing of the tentative budget.
Subsequent to such public hearing, the budget is adopted by the Board of
Education. The budget is then approved by the voters within the School District.

Appropriations established by adoption of the budget constitute limitations on
expenditures (and encumbrances) which may be incurred.

The New York Uniform System of Accounts requires that fixed budgetary control
be used for all governmental fund types.

Budget appropriations lapse at year-end.

b. Encumbrances

Encumbrance accounting, under which purchase orders, contracts and other
commitments for the expenditure of monies are recorded in order to reserye
applicable appropriations, is employed as a control in preventing over­
expenditure of established appropriations. Open encumbrances are reported as
part of assigned fund balance and such commitments will be honored through
budget appropriations in the subsequent year. Encumbrances do not constitute
expenditures or liabilities.

L. Equity Classifications:

Dlstrlct- wide statements:

In the district-wide statements there are three dasses of net assets:

Invested in capital assets, net of related debt - consists of net capital assets
(cost less accumulated depreciation) reduced by outstanding balances of related
debt obligations from the acquisition, constructions or Improvements of those
assets.

Restricted net assets - reports net assets when constraints placed on those
assets are either externally imposed by creditors (such as through debt
covenants), grantors, contributors, laws or regulations of other governments or
imposed by law through constitutional provisions or enabling legislation.

Unrestricted net assets - reports all other net assets that do not meet the
definition of the above two classifications and are deemed to be available for
general use by the District.

Fund statements:

In the fund basis statements there are five classifications of fund balance:

Non-spendable fund balance - Includes amounts that cannot be spent because
they are either not in spendable form or legally or contractually required to be
maintained intact. Non-spendable fund balance includes the inventory recorded
in the School Lunch Fund of $11,825.

Restricted - includes amounts with constraints placed on the use of resources
either externally imposed by creditors, grantors, contributors or laws or
regulations of other governments; or imposed by law through constitutional
provisions or enabling legislation. All encumbrances of funds other than the
General fund are classified as restricted fund balance. The School District has
established the following restricted fund balances:

Employee Benefits Accrued Liability
According to General Municipal Law §6-p, must be used for the payment of
accrued employee benefit due to an employee upon termination of the
employee's service. This reserve may be established by a majority vote of the
Board and is funded by bUdgetary appropriations and such other reserves and
funds that may be legally appropriated.

Insurance
According to General Municipal Law §6-n. must be used to pay liability, casualty
and other types of losses, except losses incurred for which the following types of
insurance may be purchased: life, accident, health, annuities, fidelity and surety,
credit, tiUe residual value and mortgage guarantee. In addition, this reserve may
not be used for any purpose for which a special reserve may be established
pursuant to law (for example, for unemployment compensation insurance). The
reserve may be established by Board action and funded by budgetary
appropriations or such other funds as may be legally appropriated. There is no
limit on the amount that may be accumulated in the Insurance Reserve; however.
the annual contribution to this reserve may not exceed the greater of $33,000 or
5% of the budget. Settled or compromised claims up to $25,000 may be paid
from the reserve without judicial approval.

Retirement Contributions
According to General Municipal Law §6-r, must be used for financing retirement
contributions. The reserve must be accounted for separate and apart from all
other funds and a detailed report of the operation and condition of the fund must
be provided to the Board.

Tax Certiorari
According to General Municipal Law §3651.1-a, must be used to establish a
reserve fund for tax certiorari and to expend from the fund without voter approval.
The monies held in the reserve shall not exceed the amount that might
reasonably be deemed necessary to meet anticipated judgments and claims
arising out of tax certiorari proceedings. Any resources deposited to the reserve
which are not expended for tax certiorari proceedings in the year such monies
are deposited must be returned to the General Fund on or before the first day of
the fourth fiscal year after deposit of these monies.

Unemployment Insurance
According to General Municipal Law §6-m, must be used to pay the cost of
reimbursement to State Unemployment Insurance fund for payments made to
claimants where the employer has elected to use the benefit reimbursement
method. The reserve may be established by Board action and is funded by
budgetary appropriations and such other funds as may be legally appropriated.
Within sixty days after the end of any fiscal year, excess amounts may either be
transferred to another reserve or the excess applied to the appropriations of the
next succeeding fiscal year's budget. If the she School District elects to convert
to tax (contribution) basis, excess resources in the fund over the sum sufficient to
pay pending claims may be transferred to any other reserve fund.

Encumbrances
Encumbrance accounting, under which purchase orders, contracts and other
commitments of expenditures are recorded for bUdgetary control purposes in
order to reserve applicable appropriations, is employed as a control in preventing
over-expenditure of established appropriations. Open encumbrances are
reported as restricted fund balance In all funds other than the General Fund,
since they do not constitute expenditures or liabilities and will be honored through
budget appropriations in the subsequent year.

Committed - Includes amounts that can only be used for specific purposes
pursuant to constraints Imposed by formal action of the school districts highest
level of decision making authority, i.e., the Board of Education. The School
District has no committed fund balances as of June 30, 2011.

Assigned - Includes amounts that are constrained by the school district's intent
to be used for specific purposes, but are neither restricted nor committed. All
encumbrances of the General fund are classified as Assigned Fund Balance in
the General Fund. Encumbrances reported /n the General Fund amounted to
$69,094.

Unassigned - Includes all other General Fund net assets that do not meet the
definition of the above four classificat/ons and are deemed to be available for
general use by the School District.

Tax Reduction Reserve
Tax Reduction Reserve is used for the gradual use of the proceeds of the sale of
school district real property where such proceeds are not required to be placed in
a mandatory reserve for debt service. Specifically, the District is permitted to
retain the proceeds of the sale for a period not to exceed ten years, and to use
them during that period for tax reduction. The reserve is accounted for in the
General Fund.

NYS Real Property Tax Law 1318 limits the amount of unexpended surplus funds a school
district can retain to no more than 4% of the School District's budget for the General Fund for
the ensuing fiscal year. Nonspendable and restricted fund balance of the General Fund are
excluded from the 4% limitation. Amounts appropriated for the subsequent year and
encumbrances are also excluded from the 4% limitation.

Order of Use of Fund Balance:

The District's policy is to apply expenditures against nonspendable fund balance, restricted fund
balance, committed fund balance, assigned fund balance, and unassigned fund balance at the
end of the fiscal year. For all funds, nonspendable fund balances are determined first and then
restricted fund balances for specific purposes are determined. Any remaining fund balance
amounts for funds other than the General Fund are classified as restricted fund balance. In the
general fund, committed fund balance is determined next and then assigned. The remaining
amounts are reported as unassigned. Assignments of fund balance cannot cause a negative
unassigned fund balance.

M. Reclassifications: Certain amounts in the 2010 financial statements may have been
reclassified to conform to the 2011 presentation.

N. Events Occurring After Reporting Date: The District has evaluated events and
transactions that occurred between June 30, 2011 and October 11, 2011, which is the
date the financial statements were available to be issued, for possible disclosure and
recognition In the financial statements.

O. Estimates: The preparation of financial statements in conformity with accounting
principles generally accepted in the United States of America requires management to
make estimates and assumptions that affect the reported amount of assets and liabilities
and disclosure of contingent assets and liabilities at the date of the financial statements
and the reported revenues and expenses during the reporting period. Actual results
could differ from those estimates. Estimates and assumptions are made In a variety of
areas, Including computation of encumbrances, compensated absences, potential
contingent liabilities and useful lives of long-Jived assets.

Note 2. Explanation of Certain Differences Between Governmental Fund Statements and
District-wide Statements

Due to the differences in the measurement focus and basis of accounting used in the
governmental fund statements and the District-wide statements, certain financial transactions
are treated differently. The differences result primarily from the economic focus of the
Statement of Activities, compared with the current financial resources of the governmental
funds.

A. Total fund balances of governmental funds vs. net assets of governmental activities:

Total fund balances of the District's governmental funds differs from Unet assets· of
governmental activities reported in the Statement of Net Assets. This difference
primarily results from the additional long-term economic focus of the Statement of Net
Assets versus the solely current financial resources focus of the governmental fund
Balance Sheets.

The costs of building and acquiring capital assets (land, bUildings and equipment)
financed from the governmental funds are reported as expenditures in the year they are
incurred, and the assets do not appear on the Balance Sheet. However, the Statement
of Net Assets includes those capital assets among the assets of the District as a whole,
with their original costs capitalized and depreciation expensed annually over their useful
lives.

Because the governmental funds focus on short-term financing, some assets will not be
available to pay for current-period expenditures. Those assets (for example,
receivables) are offset by deferred revenue In the governmental funds, and thus are not
included in the fund balance. They are, however, Included in the net assets of the
governmental activities. As of June 30, 2011 the District did not have any assets
unavailable to pay for current-period expenditures.

B. Statement of Revenues, Expenditures and Changes in Fund Balance vs. Statement of
Activities.

Differences between the governmental funds Statement of Revenues, Expenditures and
Changes in Fund Balance and the Statement of Activities fall into one of three broad
categories. The amounts shown below represent:

1. Long-Term Revenue Differences

Long-term revenue differences arise because governmental funds report
revenues only when they are considered "available", whereas the Statement of
Activities reports revenues when earned. Differences in long-term expenses
arise because governmental funds report on a modified accrual basis, whereas
the accrual basis of accounting is used on the Statement of Activities.

2. Capital Related Differences

Capital related differences include the difference between proceeds for the sale
of capital assets reported on governmental fund statements and the gain or loss
on the sale of assets as reported on the Statement of Activities and the
difference between recording an expenditure for the purchase of capital items in
the governmental fund statements and depreciation expense on those items as
recorded in the Statement of Activities.

3. Long-Term Debt Transaction Differences

Long-term debt transaction differences occur as a result of proceeds from serial
bonds reflected as revenue in governmental funds whereas they are a liability on
the statement of net assets. Also both interest and principal payments are
recorded as expenditures in the governmental fund statements, whereas Interest
payments are recorded In the Statement of Activities as Incurred, and principal
payments are recorded as a reduction of liabilities In the Statement of Net
Assets.

4. Other Post-Employment Benefits

Other post-employment benefits occur because retiree health insurance
premiums are paid and recorded as expenditures in the governmental fund
statements as Incurred. GASB 45 requires an actuarial calculation of the future
liability and to record the Net OPEB Obligation in the Statement of Net Assets.

In the Statement of ActiVities, certain operating expenses (compensated
absences) are measured by the amounts earned during the year. In
the governmental funds, however, expenditures for these items are
measured by the amount of financial resources used (essentially,
the amounts actually paid). Compensated absences earned were greater
than the amount used during the year. (Exhibit 8)

When the purchase or construction of capital assets Is financed through
govemmental funds, the resources expended for those assets are
reported as expenditures in the years they are incurred. However, in
the Statement of ActiVities, the cost of those assets is allocated over
their estimated useful lives and reported as depreciation expense. This
Is the amount by which capital expenditures was greater than
depreciation expense in the current year.

Note 3. Cash and Investments

The District's investment policies are governed by State statues and the District's own written
policy. District monies must be deposited in FDIC-insured commercial banks or trust companies
located within the State. The treasurer is authorized to use demand accounts and certificates of
deposits. Permissible investments Include obligations of the U.S. Treasury and U.S. Agencies,
repurchase agreements, and obligations of New York State or its localities.

Collateral is required for demand and time deposits and certificates of deposits not covered by
Federal Deposit Insurance. Obligations that may be pledged as collateral are obligations of the
United States and its agencies and obligations of New York State and its municipalities and
Districts.

At June 30, 2011, the District's bank balances totaled $13,370,639, of which, $2,860,431 was
covered by Federal depository insurance and $10,510,208 was covered by collateral held by the
pledging banks In the Districfs name.

Note 6. Compensated Absences

Compensated absences consist of unpaid accumulated annual sick leave and vacation time.

Sick leave eligibility and accumulation is specified in negotiated labor contracts and in individual
employment contracts. Upon retirement, resignation or death, employees may contractually
receive a payment based on unused accumulated sick leave.

District employees are granted vacation In varying amounts, based primarily on length of service
and service position.

Consistent with GASa Statement 16, Accounting for Compensated Absences. the liability has
been calculated using the vesting/termination method and an accrual for that liability is included
In the district-wide financial statements. The compensated absences liability is calculated
based on the pay rates in effect at year-end.

In the fund statements only the amount of matured liabilities is accrued within the General Fund
based upon expendable and available financial resources. These amounts are expensed on a
pay-as-you go basis.

Advance Refunding Bonds: In prior years, the District defeased certain general obligations and
other bonds by placing the proceeds of new bonds in an irrevocable trust to provide for all future
debt service payments on the old bonds. Accordingly, the trust account assets and the liability
for the defeased bonds are not included in the District's financial statements.

Note 8. Pension Plans

Northeastern Clinton Central School District participates in the New York State and local
Employees' Retirement System (NYSERS) and the New York State Teachers' Retirement
System (NYSTRS). These are cost-sharing multiple employer, public employee retirement
systems. The Systems offer a wide range of plans and benefits, which are related to years of
service and final average salary, vesting of retirement benefits, death, and disability.

Provisions and administration:

The New York State Teachers Retirement Board administers NYSTRS. NYSTRS provides
benefits to plan members and beneficiaries as authorized by the Education Law and the
Retirement and Social Security Law of the State of New York. NYSTRS issues a publicly
available financial report that contains financial statements and required supplementary
Information. The Report may be obtained by writing to the New York State Teachers'
Retirement System, 10 Corporate Woods Drive, Albany, NY 12211-2395.

The New York State and Local Employees' Retirement System (NYSERS) provides
retirement benefits as well as death and disability benefits. New York State Retirement and
Social Security Law (NYSRSSL) govern obligations of employers and employees to
contribute and benefits to employees. NYSERS issues a pUblicly available financial report
that includes financial statements and required supplementary information. The Report may
be obtained by writing to The New York State and Local Employees' Retirement System,
Office of the State Comptroller, 110 State Street, Albany, NY 12244.

Funding Policies

The Systems are noncontributory for the employee who joined prior to July 27, 1976. For
employees who joined the Systems after July 27, 1976, and prior to January 1, 2010,
employees contribute 3% of their salary, except that employees in the Systems more than
10 years are no longer required to contribute. For employees who joined after January 1,
2010, employees in NYSERS contribute 3% of their salary throughout their active
membership and those in NYSTRS contribute 3.5% throughout their active membership.
For the New York State and Local Employees' Retirement System, the Comptroller certifies
the rates expressed as proportions of members' payroll annually which are used in
computing the contributions required to be made by employers to the pension accumulation
fund. Pursuant to Article 11 of the Education Law, rates are established annually for
NYSTRS by the New York State Teachers' Retirement Board.

The District is required to contribute at an actuariaUy determined rate, currently, 8.62% for
TRS based on the annual covered payroll for the fiscal year ended June 30, 2011. Rates
applicable to the fiscal years ended June 30, 2010 and 2009 were respectively, 6.19% and
7.63%. The District's contributions made to the Systems were equal to 100% of the
contributions required for each year.

Note 9. Post-Employment Benefits

The District provides post employment (health insurance, etc) coverage to retired employees in
accordance with the provisions of various employment contracts. The benefit levels, employee
contributions and employer contributions are govemed by the District's contractual agreements.
Post employment benefits aggregating $1,683,640 for 221 employees were charged to
expenses! expenditures In the Govemmental Funds in the current year.

The District Implemented GASB Statement #45, Accounting and Financial Reporting by
employers for Post-employment Benefits Other than Pensions, in the school year ended June
30, 2009. This required the District to calculate and record a net other post-employment benefit
obligation at year-end. The net other post-employment benefit obligation Is basieatly the
cumulative difference between the actuarially required contribution and the actual contributions
made.

The District has obtained an actuarial valuation report for the year ended June 30, 2011. which
Indicates that the total liability for other post employment benefits is $10,592.453, which is
reflected in the Statement of Net Assets.

Annual OPES Cost and Net OPES Obligation: The District's annual other post-employment
benefit (OPES) cost (expense) is calculated based on the annual required contribution of the
employer (ARC), an amount actuarially determined in accordance with the parameters of GASS
Statement 45. The ARC represents a level of funding that, if paid on an ongoing basis, is
projected to cover normal cost each year and amortize any unfunded actuarial liabilities over a
period not to exceed 30 years. The following table shows the components of the District's
annual OPES cost for the year, the amount actually contributed to the plan, and changes in the
District's net OPES obligation:

Funding Status and Funding Progress: As of June 30, 2011, the actuarial accrued liability for
benefits was $55,641,744, all of which was unfunded. The covered payroll for all act/ve
employees was $11,934,430 and the ratio of the unfunded actuarial accrued liability to the
covered payroll was 466.2%. Actuarial valuations of an ongoing plan involve estimates of the
value of reported amounts and assumptions about the probability of occurrence of events far
Into the future. Examples include assumptions about future employment, mortality, and the
healtheare cost trend. Amounts determined regarding the funded status of the plan and the
annual required contributions of the employer are subject to continual revision as actual results
are compared with past expectations and new estimates are made about the future. The
schedule of funding progress, presented as reqUired supplementary information following the
notes to the financials statements, presents multiyear trend information about whether the
actuarial value of plan assets is increasing or decreasing over time relative to the actuarial
liabilities for benefits.

Actuarial Methods and Assumptions: Projections of benefits for financial reporting purposes are
based on the substantive plan (the plan as understood by the employer and the plan members)
and include the types of benefits provided at the time of each valuation and the historical pattern
of sharing of benefit costs between the employer and plan members to that point. The actuarial
methods and assumptions used include techniques that are designed to reduce the effects of
short-term volatility in actuarial accrued liabilities and the actuarial value of assets, consistent
with the long-term perspective of the calculations.

The following simplifying assumptions were made:

Retirement age for active employees - Retirement age was based on the experience
under the NYS & Local Retirement System.

Marital status - It is assumed that 70% of retirees will be married at the time of their
retirement.

Mortality - Life expectancies were based on The RP-2000 Mortality Table for males and
females.

Tumover - Turnover was based on the experience under the NYS & Local Retirement
System.

Healthcare cost trend rate - The expected rate of increase In healthcare Insurance
premiums was initially set at 7.5% and reduced to 4.5% after 68 years. Both rates
Include a 2.9% Inflation assumption.

Discount rate - A 4% discount was used.

The unfunded actuarial accrued liability is being amortized over a level period of 30 years. The
remaining amortization period at June 30, 2011 was 27 years.

Note 10. Commitments and Contingencies

Risk Financing and Related Insurance - The Northeastern Clinton Central School District Is
exposed to the risk of various types of loss which includes torts; theft of, damage to, and
destruction of assets; and injuries to employees and students. These risks, and settled
claims, are covered by commercial insurance purchased from independent third parties.
Settled claims from these risks have not exceeded commercial insurance coverage for the
past two years.

The District Incurs costs related to an employee health Insurance plan (Plan) sponsored by
Clinton-Essex-Warren-Washington BOCES and its component districts. The Plan's
objectives are to formulate, develop, and administer a program of insurance to obtain lower
costs for that coverage, and to develop a comprehensive loss control program. The Plan
uses a reinsurance agreement to reduce its exposure to large losses on insured events.
Reinsurance permits recovery of a portion of losses from the reinsurer, although it does not
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Note 10. Commibnents and Contingencies (Continued)

discharge the liability of the Plan as direct insurer of the risk reinsured. The Plan
establishes a liability for both reported and unreported Insured events, which includes
estimates of both future payments of losses and related claim adjustment expenses.
However, because actual claims costs depend on complex factors, the process used in
computing claims liabilities does not necessarily result in an exact amount. Such claims are
based on the ultimate cost of claims (including future claim adjustment expenses) that have
been reported but not settled, and claims that have been Incurred but not reported.
Adjustments to claims liabilities are charged or credited to expense in the periods in which
they are made.

The District is a defendant in certain lawsuits arising out of the ordinary course of business.
While the outcome of lawsuits and other proceedings against the District cannot be
predicted with certainty, the District does not expect that these matters will have a material
adverse effect on its financial position.

The District has received Federal and State Aid/Grants which are subject to audit by
agencies of the Federal and State governments. Such audits may result in disallowances
and a request for a return of funds to the Federal and State governments. The District
believes disallowances, not previously provided for, if any, will be Immaterial.

From time to time the Northeastern Clinton Central School District Is involved in tax certiorari
proceedings from residents petitioning to have their assessed taxable values lowered. The
District Is aware of various petitions for tax certiorari proceedings which if successful would
result in refunds of $31,888 In school taxes. A reserve for tax certiorari is established and
funded for $1,582,193 Any resources deposited to the reserve which are not expended for
the tax certiorari proceedings in the year such monies are deposited must be returned to the
General Fund on or before the first day of the fourth fiscal year after deposit of these
monies.

Operating Leases - The District Leases property and equipment under operating leases.
Total rental expenditures on such leases for the fiscal year ended June 30, 2011 were
approximately $27,357.

SOCES are organized under Section 1950 of the Education Law. A SOCES Board is
considered a corporate body. All SOCES property is held by the SOCES Soard as a
corporation (Section 1950(6». In addition, SOCES Soards are also considered municipal
corporations to permit them to contract with other municipalities on a cooperative basis
under Section 119-n(a) of the General Municipal Law.

A SOCES' budget is comprised of separate budgets for administrative, program, and capital
costs. Each component school district's share of administrative and capital cost is
determined by resident public school district enrollment as defined in Education Law,
Section 1950(4XbX7).

There is no authority or process by which a school district can terminate its status as a
SOCES component. In addition, component school districts pay tuition or a service fee for
programs in which its students participate. Members of a BOCES Board are nominated and
elected by their component member boards in accordance with provisions of Section 1950
of the Education Law.

During the year ended June 30, 2011, the Northeastern Clinton Central School District was
billed $3,312,249 for SOCES administrative and program costs. Participating school
districts issue debt on behalf of SOCES. During the year ended June 30, 2011, the
Northeastern Clinton Central School District issued no serial bonds on behalf of SOCES.
General-purpose financial statements for the Clinton-Essex-Warren-Washington SOCES are
available from SOCES administrative office at P.O. Sox 485, Plattsburgh, New York. The
District's share of SOCES income amounted to $969,104. SOCES also refunded the District
$67,863 for excess expenses billed in prior years.

Note 12. Stewardship, Compliance and Accountability

The District's unassigned general fund balance was in excess of the New York State Real
Property Tax Law Section 1318 limit, which restricts it to an amount not greater than 4% of
the District's bUdget for the upcoming school year. The unassigned fund balance at June 30,
2011 was $3,137,878, which represents 11.01% of next year's bUdget. The excess
amounted to $1,997,904.

Note 13. Prior Period Information

Comparative prior period information has been presented in summary form. This information
was derived from the District's June 30, 2010 financial statements, and in our report dated
October 1,2010, we expressed an unqualified opinion.
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Note 14. Prior Period Adjustment

SECTION 11- FINANCIAL STATEMENTS

11·1 Excess Fund Balance

Condition: The District's unassigned general fund balance was 11.01% of next year's budget.

Effect: The District's unassigned general fund balance was 7.01% or $1,997,904 over the
amount allowable by law.

Criteria: According to New York State Real Property Tax Law Section 1318, a district's
unappropriated fund balance may not exceed an amount equal to 4% of next year's budget.

Recommendation: We recommend the District keep in mind this rule when preparing the next
years budget.

Corrective Action: Northeastern Clinton Central School, in order to meet the funding gap due to
loss of State Aid revenue, appropriated $4,031,119 of its Unassigned Fund Balance in 2011­
2012 and remained at a 0% tax levy increase for the 4th year. This reduced the district's
Unassigned Fund Balance from 22.16% to 11.01% in just one budget cycle. The district projects
it will use the remaining excess Fund Balance, that exceeds the 4% State established limit, over
the next one or two budget cycles in order to bridge the gap between the continued loss in
revenue and its increased operating costs.

11·2 Special Education Cluster (IDEA CFDA 84.027, 84.173. 84.391 and 84.392) - Missing
Periodic certifications

Condition: The District did not obtain semi-annual certifications or periodic Personnel Activity
Reports for work being performed on the IDEA Grants.

Effect: Without supporting time and effort documentation, there exits the potential for misuse of
federal grant monies.

Cause: The Director of Special Education inadvertently failed to obtain the semi-annual
certifications and periodic Personnel Activity Reports from supervisors and/or employees.

Criteria: According to U.S. Office of Management and Budget Circular A-87, Cost Principles for
State, Local, and Indian Tribal Governments, employees working solely on a single federal
program are required to sign, or have a supervisor sign, semi-annual certifications that he/she
has been engaged solely in activities that support the single federal program. For employees
who work on more than one federal award or a federal award and non-federal award must
maintain personnel activity reports reflecting an after-the-fact distribution of their activities,
account for the total activity for which they are compensated, be prepared monthly and coincide
with a payroll period, and be signed by the employee.

Note 1. Summary of Significant Accounting Policies

Basis of Accounting: The books and records of the Northeastern Clinton Central School
District's Extraclassroom Activity Funds are maintained on the cash basis of accounting, which
is a comprehensive basis of accounting other than generally accepted accounting principles.
Under this basis of accounting, revenues are recognized when cash is received and
expenditures are recognized when cash is disbursed.

Basis of Presentation: The Extraclassroom Activity Funds of the Northeastern Clinton Central
School District represent funds of the students of the District. The Board of Education exercises
general oversight of these funds. The Extraclassroom Activity Funds are independent of the
District with respect to its financial transactions and the designation of student management.
The cash and investment balances are reported in the Trust and Agency Funds of the District.

Cash Equivalents: For financial statement purposes all highly liquid investments having
maturities of three months or less are considered as cash equivalents.
